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Mayumikansuduka Tumulus
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Mayumikansuzuka Tumulus is a round burial mound of 40 meters in
diameter and over 8 meters in height. The passage grave style stone
chamber, approximately 4.8 meters in height, opens to the south and
its length including the corridor in attached in front of the main chamber
exceeds 17 meters. Another chamber room also as burial facility
(okushitsu) is connected to the north of the main chamber. Decorative
metal ornaments with animal face patterns, Hajiki pottery, Sueki pottery
and horse trappings have been excavated from the tumuli. Date of its
construction is assumed to be from the mid to late 6th century AD., Itis
estimated that the tumulus belongs to Yamato-no-ayauji clan from

the continent.
